Key Club for Dummies GUIDE!
All-year Events:

1. Artesia Christian Home Bingo: Every Saturdays, from 10-11 am, members can come out to the Artesia Christian Home to play bingo with the seniors. It is an hour for attending and prizes or a bag of candy can also be donated for an hour each. 

2. Recycling:  A year-round event!  At any time during the year, Key clubbers can turn in empty and clean cans, bottles, cellular phones, or ink cartridges to a designated location for hours.  

40 bottles = 1 hour; 30 cans = 1 hour; 2 small ink cartridges = 1 hour;

1 cell phone = 1 hour; 1 large ink toner = 1 hour.

3. Community Discount Cards: It is mandatory for every member to sell a community discount card for $10 each! Every extra card sold equals one more hour!

4. TV Show Taping: Here, Key clubbers help raise funds by attending live tapings of your favorite TV shows! In the past, we have attended tapings of Deal or No Deal, as well as Mad TV. It's an excellent opportunity to help us fundraise, get hours, and have a great time!
5. Pen Pals at Cerritos Elementary: This event enables Cerritos Key Club members to be involved with the 1st grade class at Cerritos Elementary. We write letters to our own assigned pen pals while visiting them occasionally. This significant event allows you to reconnect with your youth while also having some fun with the little kids!

6. Japanese Pen Pals:  Would you like to make a friend in Japan? If so, this is an event for you where you can write letters to English-learning students and get exposed to Japanese culture.
7. Long Beach Rescue Mission: A soup kitchen to feed the homeless, the Long Beach Rescue Mission allows Key Club members to set up spoons, forks, napkins, and food for their dinner and clean up and wash dishes after they have finished eating their food. It is a rewarding experience to know that your contributions were able to help feed someone for the day.

8. Reading is Key at Elliott Elementary: Key clubbers will visit Elliott Elementary to read books to the students. We also get the chance to connect and interact with the elementary schoolers who we all used to be like!
9. Scrapbooking:  A year-round event!  Usually every Wednesday, Scrapbooking events will take place in the Key Club room, 602.  The theme this year is “Bee a Hero.”  Last year, the Cerritos High School Key Club won first prize for our scrapbook at the District Convention.  Help to continue this legacy. 
10. Divisional Council Meetings (DCM): These monthly meetings are a collaborative meeting hosted by our division's Lieutenant Governor. Nine Key Clubs from around our area are present on that day, and occasionally there will be a service event planned for all of us to participate in during those meetings.
11. Precious Life Shelter: Key clubbers help out at a thrift store that supports abused women. It is a fun event with light work including sorting items and cleaning up, and I recommend that key clubbers go to this event at least once in their key club career.
12. Breakfast Sale: Key Club has their breakfast sales occasionally during the winter season mornings and hours are given to those who donate muffins. Come out to support key club when we do have these breakfast sales!
13. Car Wash: Key Club holds a monthly Saturday morning car wash in order to increase funds for various volunteer events throughout the year. Our car washes are supported by donated and are always held from 8 a.m. to 2 p.m. Be sure to keep your eyes open for any upcoming car washes! It's a great opportunity to get hours and meet other members in our club.

14. DVDs4Vets: DVDs4Vets is a great contribution that we are able to make for our troops overseas. This program collects and ships DVDs overseas to our troops for their enjoyment when they are able to relax during their time off duty. Through this program, we hope to strengthen our troops' spirits by letting them know that we care and support them.

OCTOBER:
15. UNICEF: Key Club helps with the UNICEF cause by having members sign up to get boxes. They then take these boxes when they go trick-or-treating, or they can simply fill it with change or bills. All these proceeds go to UNICEF, usually to help impoverished people in Africa.
NOVEMBER:
16. Fall Rally: Fall Rally is an event where Key clubbers get hours for going to Six Flags Magic Mountain.  You spend a day there as you get to meet Key clubbers from other schools and divisions!
17. Canned Food Drive:  Key Club does this as a school event.  It's usually a competition and Key Club had the most cans last year!  Hopefully, we can continue that this year!

18. Key Club Week: This week is dedicated completely to Key Club.  We try to spread awareness about Key Club and we also thank the people involved using various events such as wearing your Key Club shirt to school!
DECEMBER:
19. Adopt-a-Family- Adopt-a-Family is an event where key clubbers are able to get hours for donating gifts to special families in the month of the holiday season.
20. Project Shepherd: Project Shepherd is held toward Christmas time when the season and holiday and of giving is present. Members collect canned foods and donate it to the less fortunate. Project Shepherd has made holiday wishes come true for thousands of residents in need of emergency food supplies! 

21. Caroling for Cans: During Christmas time, Key Club goes to neighborhood to neighborhood to carol for cans and donate the cans to the needy. This is a fun way to show off your Christmas spirit while you help the less-fortunate.
22. Cerritos Rose Float Decorating: This event is held annually.  Key clubbers get to go help and prepare the Cerritos Rose Float for the annual Rose Parade.  This is a great event because you'll eventually get to see your work on T.V.!

23. Kiwanis Rose Float Decorating: The Kiwanis Rose Float Decorating is when members get to decorate the  Kiwanis International annually sponsored a Rose Float for the Tournament of Roses Parade, which is broadcast each New Year’s Day from Pasadena, California, to 250 million viewers around the world. This isn’t just about decorating a Rose Float, but is about thousands of Kiwanis family members who are building character, learning teamwork and leadership skills, creating community and friendships, gaining job skills, and having fun with the Kiwanis family! 
JANUARY:
24. Book Drive: The annual book drive is a school-wide competition.  Help Key Club win club points by bringing in spare books for hours.  Help impoverished children by donating old or unwanted books.  
25. Surf City Marathon: The surf city marathon takes place in Huntington beach and last year key clubbers did the t-shirt distribution. We were able to see all the eager athletes come to receive their t-shirts and it's a really enjoyable event seeing all the excitement and festivities.

FEBRUARY:
26. Pennies For Patients (Shoot For a Cure) - This event is held annually.  It's a 3-on-3 basketball tournament held inside the West Gym.  Cash and gift card prizes are rewarded!  All profits go towards the cause.
27. Senior Citizens Prom: Senior Citizen Prom will always be held at the Artesia Christian Home . This event is many members’ person favorite because it is daytime party that the elderly take part in. After the Senior Prom last year, one elderly told Cerritos Key Club, “I haven’t been to a dance for 29 years, and I am glad you children brought the joy of the 1950s back to me!” 

MAY:
28. Science Fair Auction at Cerritos Elementary - Key Clubbers help serve food, set up tables, and assist teachers with any additional tasks needed for this PTA event. A couple of the members even participated in the auction themselves because of the large variety of items there.
29. Clothes Drive: You can donate your old clothes to the needy and get an hour for every five pieces of clothes you donate!
PROJECTS IN PROGRESS:
30. Rock Night: Rock Night is usually held at the Cerritos Baptist Church where members bond and play a variety of video games that are set up. Key Club is a family! Refreshments are provided. Admission fee of $5 go toward American Cancer Society and other charitable events. 

31. Project Panama: In honor of a Key Club friend currently in the Peace Corps in Panama, CHS Key Club has offered to donate business books and possibly computers to a small developing business region in Panama. More information will be distributed as we get feedback from Panama.

32. Dodge for Darfur: Key club will be holding its first annual dodge ball tournament where all proceeds go to help starving children in Swaziland, Africa. Teams will probably consist of 6 players and make sure you sign-up when the event happens!
JUNE: 

33. Family Arts Festival: The Family Arts Festival is a yearly festival held at the Cerritos Performing Arts Center. Key clubbers are able to teach kids how to play instruments at the musical zoo, serve food, or show their creativity at the Young Artist’s corner.
34. Elementary District Track Meet:  Taking place on the first Saturday of June, the annual Elementary District Track Meet is a great way to interact with the youth of tomorrow.  Help district officials run a smooth meet for elementary school students who have an interest in track and field.  

35. Fishing Derby: At Regional Park, one can help out at the Fishing Derby where families and their children learn how to fish. If you know how to fish, this is the event for you!

36. Relay for Life: Relay for Life sponsored by American Cancer Society is one of Key Club’s annual events toward the month of June. Because cancer never stops, volunteers stay over night with their tents at the event for a full 24 hours to show their genuine support for those fighting cancer and had fought through cancer. During the day, volunteers participate in fun activities and walk/run around a track to exercise support.   
SUMMERTIME:
37. July 4th Booth: Key clubbers spent their July 4th working the food booth and game booth by the Cerritos Library on Bloomfield St. They sold food and took charge of the gaming and interacted with all the people who went!
38. Special Education Summer School: This is a great event where you help out teachers who teach special education kids during summer school.  The kids are really cute and great and you start developing friendships with some of them.  This is by far one of the more meaningful events.

39. Laser Tag Fundraiser: The Cerritos Key club held its laser tag fundraiser at Long Beach PowerStation and it proved to be a successful fundraiser. Unlimited laser tagging and games for 2 hours made many people rush to the fundraiser and put their gaming caps on. We highly encourage everyone to join the festivity of fun when key club has another laser-tagging fundraiser!
40. CEB Car Wash: The CEB Car wash is one of Key Club’s summer activities where volunteers get to meet marine navy militia and support them in a car wash to raise money for troops’ supplies and medical equipments. 

41. Sunshine Preschool Clean-up: Sunshine Preschool needs our help by repainting their cubbies, organizing books, and helping with classroom projects! You will love this event if you love kids!

 42. Disneyland Half Marathon: The Disneyland half marathon is one of Key Club’s summer events where devout members help set up to serve marathon runners in a fun filled race! Not only do the members find joy in cheering for the runners passing by, but members also receive free Disney shirts, snacks and beverages, and a free theme park pass!

SEPTEMBER:
43. Cross Country Cow Run - The dedicated key clubbers work up at 5:30 AM in the morning to support the Cerritos Cross Country Team in setting up and maintaining the race. Bundles of excitement along with hundreds of athletes made this event very upbeat and fun. Coach Jason Watanabe even thanked us personally for all the help and said that the race couldn't have run smoothly without our service!

44. Special Olympics: The annual Special Olympics needs our help to create a fun environment for the special-ed children!  We also help out at the games booth to reward the children with free candy.

OCTOBER:
45. Long Beach Marathon: Being similar to the surf city marathon, members will take part in passing out shirts for racers. Also, members will receive a free shirt for volunteering and work in a different environment of long beach runners! Members who volunteer here surely find this event enjoyable.
SPECIAL EVENTS/FEATURES:
46. Key Club Banquet: The end-of-the-year banquet is the final farewell for all seniors. Seniors who have obtained 200 hours or more will receive metallic blue stoles with a gold Key Club emblem on this day to wear on graduation day. The banquet will take place in the large Sierra room at Cerritos Performing Arts Center, where awards, entertainment, and dinner will all be provided.

47. Fall Rally: During the month of November, Cerritos Key Club joins the rest of Southern California Key Clubs in showing off its spirit at Six Flags Magic Mountain. The park is open only to Key clubbers, so prepare to scream cheers of pride and fear at this great all-day event.

48. DCON: During the spring of every year, Key Club attends a District Convention (DCON). The convention includes Key Clubs from California, Nevada, and Hawaii, so it's a great way to meet new people and see how Key Club functions as a whole. The Governor's Ball is also a main attraction--a night devoted solely to dancing and having a blast.
